Straight length of unjointed 
copper pipe to be left 
directly above the internal 
stop tap – horizontal or 
vertical. See meter provision 
requirements for details of 
length required.

Drain off

Continuous length 
of blue coloured 
tracing mesh 
installed approx. 
halfway between 
service pipe and 
finished surface.

Meter provision requirements
• 20mm meter = 750mm x 22mm copper pipe 

and pipe clipped 100mm away from the wall.
• 25mm meter = 1000mm x 28mm copper pipe 

and pipe clipped 150mm away from the wall.

Meter must remain accessible.

Service pipe ducted under or through foundation wall and 
insulated (where applicable). Duct to be sized to accommodate the 
service pipe and insulation that meets the minimum requirements. 
Duct to be sealed.
Note: External meter manifold boxes and fittings installed in 
contaminated land must be suitably approved for the 
circumstances in which they are used.  

750mm - 1350mm 
depth from top of pipe 
to finshed floor level

Mechanical
Stop end

A suitably approved 32 mm 
external meter manifold box for 
QN 3.5 meters* to be installed 
by the developer.

*This is to ensure the correct 
flow requirements for a 32mm 
connection. Service pipe to be left coiled at the boundary, leaving enough excess 

pipe for our contractors to connect to. Pipe to be sealed with a 
mechanical stop end. Note: Walls and hedges to be undermined.
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
